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Soccer Goal Safety

The Act articulates establishing safety standards for anchoring Soccer goals on playgrounds and
other recreation areas including parks, sports fields, auditoriums, school playgrounds, or other
school facilities. A soccer goal in a public recreation area shall be anchored according to the
Guidelines for Movable Soccer Goal Safety promulgated by the United States Consumer Product
Safety Commission.
